Options

• Columns: just a div, .col3,  .col23, .col34 
etc.

• .contain constrains to standard page width
• Columns have equal width automatically. If a 

column gets explicit width, the others divide the 
rest equally among themselves. When 
columns become too narrow for one row, they 
are wrapped to another row automatically.

• .row.half for 2-column row on mobile
• .row.border for column borders
• use.pad or .pad-x2 for padding; .unpad for 

enlarging with negative margin
• embed .box in cells for boxes with different 

background, border etc.
• .row.border-all for borders around each 

cell

• cell alignment 
classes: .align-
right, .align-
center, .align-top, 
.align-
middle, .align-
bottom. Vertically-
Aligned elements must 
be wrapped inside an 
extra div. .row inherits 
alignment

• .align-children 
inherits alignment

• .row > .vertical-
row – vertical row as 
tall as the parent row 
with equal-height full-
width children

• .row.no-spacing 
glues the cells together 
(CSS variables support 
required)

• .row.no-padding 
columns without 
padding (CSS variables 
support required)

• .row.no-margin for 
no gutter between 
columns (CSS 
variables support 
required)

• .row > .full-
mobile-width for full 
width columns on 
mobile

Options

• slider.tabs makes thumbnail navigation 
instead of numbered one. Tab titles from 
a .tab-title child or a data-tab_title 
attribute. Supports .top.tabs, 
optional .slider.wrap for auto-width tab 
links

• data-autoslide=5 slides to next slide after 
a 5” delay

• Create sliders dynamically with 
makeSlider(el)

• .slider.vertical-thumbnails option
• .slider.vertical option
• .slider.full-window option
• .slider.full-window.headless option
• data-duration=x option for x seconds of 

sliding animation

• .slider.center 
centers slides content

•  .slider.auto-
height matches slider 
height to the current 
slide

• .slider.fade to fade 
in/out instead of sliding

• .vertical.right, .
vertical.tabs.rig
ht

• .slider.pad for 
outside controls

• .slider.align-
middle to vertically 
center slides (requires 
extra slide content 
wrapper)

• To detach nav from

• --height is the 
element height, for 
calculations

• When all of it is above 
the viewport, the 
element gets 
a .threshold class
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
